Swallows
Swallows live on every continent in the world, except Antarctica. Some species of swallow live on islands in the Pacific Ocean and the Indian Ocean. They have even been known to live and breed on sub-Antarctic islands in the southern hemisphere.
The swallow family uses a wide range of habitats. Because they eat flying insects, which are common over waterways and lakes, they will frequently feed over these, but they can be found in any open habitat including grasslands, open woodland, savanna, marshes, mangroves and scrubland, from sea level to high alpine areas. 
Many species inhabit human-altered landscapes, including agricultural land and even urban areas. Changes in human land use have also caused some species to expand their range, most impressively the Welcome Swallow which began to colonise New Zealand in the 1920s, started breeding in the 1950s and is now a common landbird there.

Because swallows are migratory birds, their habitats change according to the season. Swallow species that breed in temperate regions migrate during the winter when their insect prey populations collapse. The Barn Swallow breeds in the northern hemisphere, then flies to the southern hemisphere during the winter. Species breeding in more tropical areas are often more sedentary, and don’t have any need to migrate in search of food.
